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Introduction

The European Union has adopted an energy po l icy  which
doesn’t simply aim to boost competitiveness and secure energy
supp ly  bu t  a l so  asp i res  to  i nc rease  s ign i f i can t l y  ene rgy
efficiency, to save energy and promote climate-friendly energy
sources.

T h e  C O N C E R T O  i n i t i a t i v e ,  l a u n c h e d  b y  t h e  E u r o p e a n
Commission, is addressing the challenges of creating a more
sustainable future for Europe’s energy needs by applying an
integrated approach towards Energy Efficiency  measures
comb ined  w i th  the  i nc reased  use  o f  Renewable  Energy
Sources  on a local level.  Currently, nine projects and their
c o m m u n i t i e s  a r e  c a r r y i n g  o u t  d e m o n s t r a t i o n  a c t i v i t i e s .

The term “polygeneration” means an energy supply system,
which delivers more than one form of energy to the final user,
for example: electricity, heating and cooling can be delivered
from one polygeneration plant.

Polygeneration can involve combined co-generation (power and heat)
or tri-generation ( power, heat and cold) plants and /or district
hea t i ng ,  p re fe rab l y  by  renewab le  ene rgy  sou rces .  Such
polygeneration systems should be designed and controlled with a
view to optimizing all relevant interactions between supply and
demand. Their main benefit is in maximising the overall efficiency of
the integrated system near to the point of use.

Polygeneration combined with efficient district heating and cooling
may provide added benefits to a larger community. Secondary
benefits may include improved reliability of the supply and
distribution networks, arising from better interaction between
producers and distributors.
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This Conference is organized in the frame of the CONCERTO
project “Energy networks in sustainable cities” POLYCITY to
share the knowledge of the different CONCERTO projects on
polygeneration updating on the latest development on the use of
key technologies.
